What are these courses?

The OPTUS Small-Sided Football Instructing Referee Accreditation is a one and a half hour course designed to train children aged 

between 12-14yrs to manage and control under 9 & under 10 OSSF matches. With this accreditation they will be eligible to receive payment 

for refereeing these matches under the official Northern NSW Football Match Official Payment structure.
